At Hall Meadow Primary School, the study of geography allows pupils to explore the relationship between people and the environment in which they live, through an enquiry based approach. Children are given the opportunity to ask and answer questions about the world around them, including their locality and across the world. Both through and across key stages, learning is progressive and builds on previously gained knowledge. As work becomes increasingly more challenging, children use a wider range of geographical skills and critical thinking to answer enquiry questions and make observations.

Geography at Hall Meadow Primary School is taught through an enquiry based approached. Through this approach, children develop their subject knowledge and their disciplinary knowledge as well as their ability to work independently and critically. Learning is both interactive and practical and children are given the time to understand the significance of what they have learnt and the impact that may have on the world. During lessons, children have the skills to be able to work independently, in small groups or in pairs to achieve an aim. Through the use of modelling, children gain a strong understanding of the task expected and the end learning goal for the enquiry question. Lessons are adapted where required to meet the needs of all learners, whilst still ensuring the aims of the lesson are met. 
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How will it be measured?
Our curriculum’s impact will be measured through effective pupil voice, staff voice, learning walks, book looks and staff meetings. It will also be reflected through practitioners in the school showing good fidelity to the scheme. 
 
Assessment 
Assessments will be made by teachers through pupil discussions, written work, observations in lessons and the use of quizzes at intervals throughout each enquiry. 

What is the impact?
The expected impact of following our scheme of work is that children will:

★Be curious about the world around them and want to learn more.
★Develop their critical and logical thinking skills through the use of a range of resources.
★Develop their geographical skills including map reading and enquiry. 
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
