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	Our Intent
At Hall Meadow Primary School, children are taught the investigative skills to help them understand historical events both in Britain and around the world and the impact they have on our lives today. ​
Through studying a variety of historical periods and concepts, they should develop a chronological narrative, from the earliest times to the present day. They are increasingly able to explain the nature of ancient civilisations, the expansion and dissolution of empires; characteristic features of past non-European societies. ​
We aim to build on key historical knowledge, understanding and skills. ​



	Implementation- How do we do this?
· Learning begins with a child-centred approach to history by exploring changes within their own lives and within living memory. They explore events that are significant locally and nationally and the lives of significant individuals who have contributed to national and international achievements. ​
· As pupils progress they continue to explore concepts such as continuity and change, cause and consequence, similarity, difference and significance, and use these to analyse trends and frame historically-valid questions. ​
· We motivate and enthuse children by, wherever possible, using first-hand experiences and fieldwork to deepen their understanding of history. We aim to provide some off-site experiences with a specific historical focus so that children can strengthen their understanding through first-hand experiences. This is combined with a range of sources of evidence and artefacts.  
· The curriculum is designed to allow children time to think, discuss, practise, explore and embed.
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How will it be measured?
Our curriculum’s impact will be measured through effective pupil voice, staff voice, learning walks, book looks and staff meetings. 
 
Assessment 
Assessments will be made by teachers through pupil discussions, written work, observations in lessons and the use of quizzes at intervals throughout each unit of work. 

What is the impact?
At Hall Meadow Primary School, pupils will be able to recall previous learning and explain current learning during a lesson. Vocabulary will be embedded into lessons to allow the children to use this vocabulary within their own work and when recalling facts, whole lessons and any future learning. Lessons will include a short assessment of previous learning, either as a class discussion or written work before new learning is taught to the children. Teachers will model tasks throughout and work will be scaffolded where required. Tasks will be varied, ensuring that they have historical purpose. Children enjoy history, ask questions, answer questions and share thoughts with others. 
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
